Real life example: Never cheatfor the sake of perfectionism


Jane Forest was a graduate student at Robin Hood University. She was so highly ambitious for her academic career that she ranked among the best graduate students in the department. Her success was being appreciated by the faculty members. 
However, she could not show similar progress while writing the thesis because she was a perfectionist. In fact, she was not satisfied with anything that she wrote unless it was completely perfect.
Everything was going badly!
As the English proverb says: A man is known by the company he keeps.
One day she decided to talk aboutthat problem to one of her friends. 
The friend mentioned about a person who could write Jane’s thesis at a good price. He gave the contact details of that person. At first, Jane did not want to accept it because she had always believed in the importance of academic integrity. 
That person’s name was Dr. Jack Wolf, who was a faculty member in the Department of Psychology at Peacock University.
The next day, Jane texted Dr. Wolf. In a few minutes, Dr. Wolf called her back and agreed to meet in a café near the campus. 
Dr. Wolf said that he would deliver the completed thesis in 3 months only if Jane transferred five thousand Euros to Dr. Wolf’s father’s account by the latest tomorrow. It was clear that Dr. Wolf had done such things many times before.
